Unique to New Zealand,
tuatara are the last survivors of
an order of reptiles that thrived
in the age of the dinosaurs.
Almost half the world's whale
and dolphin species are found in
New Zealand's coastal waters
and you're likely to see them in
the Bay of Islands or Kaikoura.
You can also meet fur seals,
albatross, little blue or yellow-
eyed penguins and weta - one
of the heaviest insects in the
world! Alternatively, we can
arrange farm visits where you
can meet some of New
Zealand's famous sheep.
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Maori people came to New
Zealand 800 years ago, naming it
Aotearoa, which translates to Land
of the Long White Cloud. The Maori
people are traditionally deeply
connected to the natural world and
aspects of Maori culture are
integrated into daily life in New
Zealand. We can organise for you
to get a deeper insight by
organising visits to Maori villages
where you'll be entertained by
song, the world-famous haka, and
be treated to a traditional Maori
hangi meal. There are many ways
where you can get a hands-on and
authentic cultural experience:
carve your own pounamu
(greenstone) pendant, learn to
paddle a Maori canoe or learn to
weave flax.
